Instructions

· This packet contains instructions and forms to complete a permit application for a wood waste landfill within a rock pit.  At least 95% of the total fill volume must have waste measuring less than one cubic foot in size.  Up to 5% of the total fill volume can include waste measuring up to five cubic feet in size.  Butt ends and stumps may not be placed in a wood waste landfill.  This application is valid for new permits or for renewing existing permits.

· Each item must be completed and included in your application in order for the Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) to process your permit application. Please address each item.  The requested information in this form represents the minimum that is required; additional information should be provided as necessary or applicable. 

· If the required information is not applicable, please explain why.

· If the required information is included in a previous application, AND the information has not changed since it was submitted, you must provide a specific reference or citation explaining where the information can be found. 

· Check off each item as you complete it, and submit the entire packet, the required information, and the required application fee.

	We will ensure that only wood waste meeting the criteria of this permit will be disposed at this site. Other types of waste are prohibited. 

	
	2
	We will limit unauthorized access to the disposal site during the active life of the landfill.

	
	3
	We will regularly monitor the disposal site for signs of combustion.

	
	4
	We will ensure that no burning occurs within the rock pit during the active life of the wood waste landfill.

	
	5
	We will compact the wood waste in layers no more than 2 feet thick.

	
	6
	We will take appropriate action to ensure that run-off from the site does not cause water quality violations in nearby surface waters.

	
	7
	We will contain and control any leachate that exits the wood waste disposal site.

	
	8
	Each calendar year, before December 31, we will submit a brief report on the current status of the facility to DEC as outlined in the permit.

	
	9
	We will close this facility and apply final cover within 90 days after the last waste is deposited.  

	
	10
	We will submit a closure report to DEC for approval within 180 days of final waste placement. The report will include:

· An updated site map showing the boundaries of the waste management area
· Documentation of the amount of waste deposited
· Evidence that the required notation has been made to the property deed

· Photographic documentation showing the integrity of the final cover

	
	11
	We will continue to pay annual fees for this site until the closure report has been submitted and approved by DEC.

	
	12
	We will correct and restore the cover of this landfill after facility closure is approved, if DEC determines that there is a threat to human health or the environment from the facility.
