TIME/DATE OF SPILL: The vessel was reported to be taking on waténeas partially submerged at
approximately 7:00 AM July 14, 2007. The state wasified of the sinking by the Alaska State Tropat 8:23
AM.

TIME/DATE OF SITUATION REPORT: 4:30 PM July 18, 2007

TIME/DATE OF THE NEXT REPORT: This is the final report.

TYPE/AMOUNT OF PRODUCT SPILLED: The vessel, a 58 ft. seine vessel, was repootédve 4000 gallons
of diesel fuel on board at the time of the incidehhe amount of the discharge was initially estadeao be 10
gallons. This figure was later revised to a tofab0 gallons of mixed diesel, hydraulic and endin®icating oils.

LOCATION: The vessel was located approximately 500 yaodthrof Long Island in Sitka Sound at the time of
the incident. Long Island is three and a half eideuth of Sitka, Alaska.

CAUSE OF SPILL: The vessel took on water for unknown reasonsbagan sinking.

POTENTIAL RESPONSIBLE PARTY (PRP): Randy L. Stewart.

RESPONSE ACTION: A Good Samaritan vessel found the vessel imetist rescued the crew, and towed the
vessel into shallow water. The vessel was thehdféto the shoreline to prevent it from drifting.

A construction company from Sitka Alaska, W. S. §&ouction, was hired to salvage the sunken vegsel.
construction barge loaded with salvage equipmestmaved to the site at 2:00 P.M. on July 14. Tdwign of the
F/V Cape St. Elias stern that remained above theni@e was secured to the barge. The barge aativimre then
towed to St. James Bay, directly off Sitka, arrivat approximately 7:00 PM.

Salvage operations began on Sunday, July 15, 2006&.vessel was stabilized with float bags anch&ursecured to
the barge crane. As the tide came in, the vessglmoved further inshore to remove any risk ofvibgsel sinking
during the salvage operation. Salvage operatimeiading continued on Monday July 16 when the Viesas de-
watered and refloated at 12:00 PM.

Upon refloating of the vessel, fishing and othesrggas removed from the vessel. The last of thara water in
the vessel was removed at 2:00 PM today. The Idiaslewas left in the fuel tanks as no water eatlethe tanks
and there is no evidence of damage.

SOURCE CONTROL : The fuel vents were plugged and the vesselatdth

RESOURCESAFFECTED: There was a light sheen reported on the marirteraaf Sitka Sound. There are no
reports of impacts to wildlife or the shorelinelaing Island at this time.

FUTURE PLANSAND RECOMMENDATIONS: The vessel will be moved to a slip in the Sitkilew
Thompson Harbor and moored within the next two days
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WEATHER: The current on scene weather is partly cloudyatemperature of 68 degrees. The winds are light
Southwest winds and the seas are calm.
